The Northern California Council of Camera Clubs,
(N4C), is the only Council in this area. If you belong to
a camera club in this area you are probably aware of
this and how it works.

Newer members may not have ever heard of a Council
and how it operates, so this is a brief explanation.

The Council is independent of PSA and Yerba Buena
Chapter. However it may be a member of PSA as well
as any camera club member who may also be a
member of PSA.

N4C is composed of camera clubs. It provides
guidelines for clubs and trains judges who judge
competitions. Monthly winning slides from member
clubs are sent to N4C who in turn judge those top
images and award medals to the makers who placed in
this competition.

It also provides definitions for the various categories of
competition e.g. Pictorial, Nature, etc.

All winning images are eligible to be entered in the end
of year judging where prizes are awarded to the
winners.

Their Board of Directors and volunteers are all
members of camera clubs.

N4C is supported by dues contributed by the camera
clubs.

Proficiency in photography coupled with service to the
organization is rewarded by the bestowing of Associate
and Fellowship designations upon the member.

The results of the competition and awarding of prizes
and bestowing of proficiency recognitions are
performed at their annual meeting.

The meeting is usually a no host luncheon, at a
restaurant or hotel, and is open to anyone who wishes
to attend.

All camera club members are encouraged to join and
support N4C which does so much for the camera clubs
and for the furtherance of photography.

N4C is very proud to present John Isaac, whose sensitive and in-
credible images of peoples and events reflected his 20-year tenure
as a United Nations photojournalist. John has covered everything
from the killing fields of Pol Pot and the famine in Ethiopia to wars
in Kuwait, Bosnia, Iran, Irag, Afghanistan and the Middle East. He
now prefers to train his lens on things of beauty — the wondrous
and colorful varieties of people, places and wildlife.

No stranger to the exotic, he has traveled to over 100 countries,
capturing a wealth of cultural diversity with a compassionate nature
that insists on maintaining human dignity. While his photographs
record the many differences among peoples, they also reveal those
very intrinsic human similarities.

Born in Madras, India, John emigrated to the United States in
1968, finding his first job in the mailroom of the United Nations. He
quickly rose to darkroom technician, photographer and then chief
photographer at the UN. On assignments for UNICEF and UNHRC
he covered war zones, famines and children in crisis. He was named
1993 PMDA Photographer of the Year and he has captured inter-
national awards from Kodak, Minolta and Nikon.

Photographicage.com
has described him as “..possibly the greatest ever, making images
that impact our emotions.” Since his retirement in 1998, he freelances

He will
publish a book on Kashmir in 2008.
