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The Latest ‘Must-Do’ Technique

The members who attended the PSA International
Conference in Portland, OR in 2008, were treated to a
seminar by Jeff Morgan, on how to take, and manipulate,
an HDR Image.

If, you are not familiar with HDR, it involves the taking
of a multi-bracketed photo and with the help of
PhotoShop or a third party program you can get some
amazing looking images. CS2 or CS3 has the capacity to
do this.

Looking at some of the new member images it seems that
this is no big secret.

If you belong to NAPP they have two video tutorials on
the subject, one for the PhotoShop method and one for

the Photomatix program. The ‘stand alone’ pro program
is the recommended choice.

This is something you love or hate, as many users of this
program seem to overdo the process, and end up with

some very weird fantasy-looking results.

However, it seems that this is going to be around for
quite awhile so you might want to give it a try.

The PhotoShop program is not as easy or as flexible as
the third party results, but it’s handy.
